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We MEASURE our results.  In partnership with Sequent, we developed the Higher Levels of Leadership 

Indicator (HLLI) which measures the leadership themes developed in the book, The Conflicted Leader 

and Vantage Leadership.  Institute participants take the HLLI as both a pre-test and a post-test to 

measure the effectiveness of our Leadership Institute.  Based on the “key indicator,” we have recorded 

a doubling, and even tripling, of net scores for the groups completing our Institutes – a clear measure of 

success.
